Developmental Math Pre-Course Survey Results
Fall 2008

In the beginning of the Fall 2008 semester, 826 students in the three new developmental math courses completed a pre-course survey:


MAT 091 – 428 surveys


MAT 092 – 121 surveys


MAT 094 – 277 surveys
826 total

The attached table gives the percent distribution of the responses to each question by developmental math course level.    
The patterns of responses to each individual question are quite similar across all three course levels.  Several of the similarities are:

· Approximately 80% of students cannot name a model for fraction concepts (#2)
· Over 70% of students feel comfortable approaching their teacher if they have a problem “most of the time” or “always” (#5)
· When asked if they follow a weekly schedule that allows sufficient time for school and other obligation (#4),
· Around 40% selected “most of the time”

· Another quarter selected “always”

· Another quarter selected “sometimes”

MAT 094 students responded slightly differently from MAT 091 and MAT 092 students on several questions.  As shown in the highlighted areas on the attached table, a higher percentage of MAT 094 students report the following: 
· Can identify two approaches to improve test taking (# 1) – 76%

· Practice good study habits (#6) – 54% “always” or “some of the time” 

· Can identify their strongest learning style (#9) – 73% “strongly agree” or “agree”
· Understand information given in tables, diagrams and graphs (#10) – 70% “strongly agree” or “agree”
· Know problem solving process (#11) – 68% “strongly agree” or “agree”
· Can translate words into math expressions (#12) – 50% “strongly agree” or “agree”
