TO ACCESS THE METROPOLITAN COLLEGE LIBRARY’S DATABASE FROM HOME:
Go to:

www.metropolitan.edu
On upper menu, Click on “Library”

On side menu, click on “Find Books Articles and Databases”

To search for peer-reviewed journals, Click on “Use the Library’s Databases”

Click on “Use the Library’s databases"

Type in Barcode #:     5066401 

Type in pin:   METROPOLITAN

When you arrive at the  Online Databases, scroll down to  JSTOR  and click on that name to search the database. 

You might also try: ACADEMIC SEARCH PREMIER

Remember that the journal article should have footnotes and be from a reputable source.
