3.         Data collection is an important component of the new Developmental Math Sequence. If we are to properly assess the impact of the current approaches to helping our students learn, then the gathering of data on the math content of the courses is equally as important as gathering data on the portfolios. 

Departmental Final Exams and the computerized Data Collection Problem Sets will provide that data.

A short, computerized Data Collection Problem Set will be available during the last week of class or during the final exam week. Results will be used for assessment of the Developmental Math Sequence. The Data Collection Problem Sets are NOT a component of students’ course grades. A policy requiring a sampling of students to complete the Data Collection Problem Sets is being readied for next year. There are two ways you can help us collect this data.

First, you may choose to bring your whole class to the MATH LAB, (M-Building Room M-103), so the students can do the 10-13 questions on the lab computers.
