Reading Text

Both the 5th and 6th grades use a basal reader.  Grade 5 uses the Scott Foresman reading curriculum.   Grade 6 utilizes the Holt reading curriculum. Both of these curriculums are based on the skills and strategies necessary for early independence in the areas of decoding, comprehension, writing and critical thinking.  
Writing

Students’ writing develops when they regularly engage in the major phases of writing.  The writing process includes the phases of prewriting, drafting, revising, editing and publishing.  Writing applications may include business letters, friendly letters, research, poems, informational writing, personal narratives, literature responses, persuasive writing, journal entries, essays and speeches.  Writings are published through the computer lab, or with pen and paper, depending on the assignment.
Reading Club

As the reading teacher I am asking for each student to read at least 15 minutes each day at home.  This reading could be a library book, textbook, magazine or newspaper. 
Every Monday a new Reading Club Slip will be taken home.
The student will fill in the number of minutes read each night.  They turn in the slip, with parent’s signature, on the following Monday.

Together, we can give those reading skills a boost!

Book Reports

Each student completes a book report every nine weeks.  The student chooses the format for their report based on the genre of their book.  Students can choose to make a diorama, accordion biography, travel brochure, cereal box-it, a book jacket, character can, or choose from many others.
