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The transition from going to high school then to living on your own and going to college can be very challenging for many students.  It is a huge change that takes a good bit of getting used to.  When you live at home with your parents many kids rely totally on them.  They usually provide everything from the food, money, home, healthcare, guidance, and support whenever their kids need it.  Once you are in college your parents don’t have near as much interaction in your life as they once did.  Many college kids aren’t used to all the freedom they get in college, thus the reason why some students fail out their first semester.  College and high school relate because we are still students and have complete work and get a good grade.  As a young adult you have to take the initiative to choose from right or wrong and make your own decisions.  High school and college are the same but also worlds apart.

There are many differences in college life and the life back home in high school.  A big issue for many college kids living on their own is money.  Students may have part time jobs in high school and pay for some of their expenses, but when they get to college many have to pay for everything they buy with their own money.  This can make the biggest spender turn into the most frugal people in the market.  Having to cover many different expenses truly makes you appreciate your money.    In high school most kids didn’t ever have to pay any kind of bills.  Paying bills is a normal, regular task that has to be taken care of each and every month.  You never have to worry about getting your electricity or water cut off when you are in high school because your parents make sure to pay all the appropriate bills.  I have already had my cable turned off since I have been in college.  
Perhaps the biggest difference between college life and high school life is the freedom students get.  In high school most kids didn’t get half the freedom they have when living on their own in college.  Most parents made their kids go to high school every day.  It was mandatory that you attended classes, and if you didn’t the teachers would call your parents and notify them of your absence.  In college students get to make their own choices on whether or not they want to attend class.

College classes tend to be much harder for some students than high school classes.  I know that in my English high school class my teachers graded my papers much easier than my college professors do.  
A big difference that many students like is being able to pick their own class times and what days they go to class.  In high school the schedule was always the same, 7:55 to 3:10.  Some people hate morning classes and college gives students the freedom to choose what times they take their classes. Relationships with teachers in high school differ from relationships with college professors in that in high school the students have much more one on one time with the teachers because the classes are much smaller than an average college classroom.  When a professor has a classroom of around 100 to 200 students it is very hard to form a quality relationship with your instructors.  
Another big difference in college life and high school life is the kind and quality of the food students eat.  I remember in high school there was always a home cooked meal awaiting me when I got home.  In college your meals are based solely on how hungry you are and how much money you can spend.  I haven’t been eating nearly as well as I did back at home.  Most of my meals consist of Roman Noodles, frozen corndogs, and mac and cheese.  
Though college and high school have many differences they do share numerous similarities.  For example both require students to do work.  Students have always had the choice of whether or not to do their work, but high school teachers are just much more demanding on students to complete every assignment.  College professors do not stay on top of their students to complete their work.  They give an assignment and expect their students to complete it.  Another way the two relate are that most of the teachers care about their students.  I can remember all of my teachers from high school that I knew really cared about me and my success.  Then there were the teachers that obliviously didn’t care at all.  The short time that I have been in college I can make this connection and see this similarity to be true.  I still have all of my same friends that I had back in high school in college.  
To me high school life was much easier than college.  College is a lot more fun, but with the fun comes much more work.  College is very different from high school and brings about many challenges for students such as getting work done on time, paying bills on time, and going to class.  Both college life and high school life pose a position to for young adults to change and adapt.
