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Rubric Suggestions and Reflections
For Animated Graphic Design


The categories for the animated graphic design were very appropriate for what the needed to be assessed in graphic animation.  Some of the areas of improvement:

We thought there should be an area for originality, documentation, and content area.

Also, a major flaw with the rubric, we thought, was in the project description where examples of the software given were not the kinds of software that you could actually use to animate an object.  For example, Kid Pix is a software to animate graphics, not an object.
Grading for the students included whether the movements were smooth and realistic and had variations in speed.  It was hard to judge the kid pix projects for realism because they were animated. This category is defined as an original design with the primary purpose for allowing for the motion of objects.  Software may include, but not be limited to, Flash, KidPix, etc.

Overall, we felt this was a great opportunity to view several types of technology in use by students.  The work that the students put into their projects was very evident and they also showed pride in their work.  We will definitely plan on attending next year.
