Category 1: Year 7 Comic Strip student outcome

Year 7 Comic Strip Lesson Student Outcome
Several weeks prior to the Comic Strip Lesson, students are introduced to the idea of developing a comic strip based on a unit selected from their Humanities textbook. Students are shown an example of what the comic should look like and their attention is brought to the use of callouts. Students are asked to select a topic from their Humanities textbook and to develop and submit a draft of the text to be included in the callouts before the Comic Strip Lesson is conducted. 
The following cartoon strip is an example of what each student should have created by the end of the lesson. The cartoon should consist of 5 frames (2x2 inches each) and it should be centered on a landscape oriented page. The cartoon should contain a title formatted as shown and callouts should be used.
