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Introduction

This lesson will provide opportunity to explore different programs to design an instructional manual. Students will create a sample instruction manual on any electronic equipment of their choice.
Aims 

To revise students working with Word or Power point or Publisher to design a manual about how to work with an electronic equipment. To provide students with a clear understanding of why we use instruction manual and what are the essential components of a good instructional manual. 

Learning Objectives
Affective

Students will develop an appreciation of the use of instructional manual in everyday life. They should build their confidence in applying their own knowledge about using instructional manuals in household equipment and design their own manual. 
Behavioral 
Students should be able to connect their prior knowledge of using instructional manuals and build more expert knowledge about manuals. Students should be able to explain the importance of instructional manuals. Students will work individually to design an sample instructional manuals on any selected electronic equipment.
Cognitive 
Students will revise/ recall their prior knowledge using manuals. Students will define and describe the advantage and disadvantages of good instructional manuals. Students have clear idea of using an good instructional manual and what are the good features of good instructional manuals.
