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 Part I:
I studied in a public elementary school and I did not have foreing language experience. I also studied in a public hight school, and I began with foreing language, English. Part II:

1° suggestion: The communicatition in the class should be in the target language. Teacher should develop communicative activities such as games,  roles play and problem-solving tasks. These communicative activities should have three features that help learners improve communication: choise, information- gap and feedback. For instance, teacher could play a game that allows the speaker choosing not only what to say, but also how he or she wants to say it. 2° suggestion: In a class for children, the teacher could associate the target language with situation outside the class. Differents  subjects as for example, history; geography are also part of the child’s reality and should be linked with the language they are learning.  This kind of activite provides a link between reality and childre’s own experience and a class  more communicative.
