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The integration of the four primary skills of listening, reading, writing and speaking are the most important issue in the communicative approach. They also have to be associated with other skills such as pronounciation, syntax, vocabulary, meaning and the usage in order to include the learners in a real context. However, Krashen and Terrels’s hypothesis go against the main of ideaas of the communicative approach, because they believe that comprehensive input is sufficiente to build up competence.

The integrated skills approach tries to interact the four primary skills with other relevant aspects such as pronounciation, syntax, usage. This is an important interaction, since they allow that the English language learners have contact with an authentic language.  By the integrated skill approach, the learners are both challenged to know linguistic structures and the context in which they are inserted in order to interact naturally in the language. In this way, Oxford argued that “Learners rapidly gain a true picture of the richness and complexity of the English language as employed for communication.” (Oxford, 2001; 4). Besides, in these theories, the teachers are supposed to have the main role in order to integrate well the skills in the class since they could develop activities supported by the ideas taken from the task-based or content-based approaches. 
The tasked-based  consists of activities that involve meaning as a primary source of learning, as well as a relationship with the real world. Those activities have an interactional authenticity that resembles what the students find in everyday situations. The students are assessed mainly through their outcomes; and different sorts of skills are tested in the tasks, such as listening, speaking, writing, reading or a combination of all of them.The advantage of this approach is that, besides learning through communication, it also enables the learner to have grammatical competence and develop implicit knowledge. This “strong communicative approach” requires learners to treat language as a tool, making them go through “negotiations of meaning” with other learners in order to complete tasks (Ellis 2005). Because of this, the approach favors fluency over accuracy, although it also claims to provide the means for accuracy.
The content-based instruction is also oriented toward integrating the skills and emphasizes content through language. While learning content, students also practice all language skills in an integrated way (Oxford 2001). Integrating all the four primary skills is crucial to develop the communicative approach; however, in this sense, this theory goes against Krashen and Terrell’s hypothesis.

The input hypothesis claims that a conprehensible input is sufficiente for acquiring language learning. The authors explain that listening comprehension and reading is the principles skills that need to be developed in the language program. Futhermore, the speaking and writing skills  could not be taught directly, since they will emerge naturally after the acquirer has developed competence ( Krashen and Terrell 1998). This hypotesis is  related to the process of acquisition, not to learning. According to Krashen there is a distinction between “acquisition” and “learning.” The first is a subconscious process taking place in a natural context where there is a focus on meaningful communication and this process is seen to be akin to the process followed by children in the first language acquisition. On the contrary, the learning is a councious process that happens in a formal context such as a classroom and the focus is on the formal aspects of the language (BLOCK, 2003; 4 ).
 In the input hypothesis, listening is considered the most important forms of input, thus, the listening strategies is crucial in the class. Developing listening strategies consists of developing activities that the teacher has less interventionist role (Field, 2002; 247). By doing this, the learners are encouraged to listen and, consequently, discuss with other students what they did not understand contributing with other information that they already have. In this way, listening becomes a much more interactive activity, helping to improve the accuracy. In other words, the accuracy emerges naturally, because it was preceded by a conprehending input.
In conclusion, the integrated skills approach go against Krashen and Terrel’s theory, because in the latter the authors believe that just a comprehensible input is sufficiente to acquire communicative competence. They also exemplify that the listening skill is  primary in the acquisition process. On the other hand, the first argued that in other to acquire communicative  competence the learners have to use four primary skills associated with linguistis aspects.
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
