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Introduction

This lesson will extend students knowledge of finding the rules from a given co-ordinates and plotting this in a graph. 

Learning objectives

Students will get opportunity to find out the rules with fixed numbers and plot the graph with these rules

To allow students to participate in class discussion to present their questions to fully understand the concept of plotting graphs.
