Commence lesson with a game of Grandmasters.

Play a game of zip around.

Procedural steps:

Taking the group who has previously done area and perimeter, ask students what they know about area and perimeter from the previous lesson.

Draw on the board some shapes with measurements, ask students to copy them down and work out thesolution.  Do this for both perimeter and area.

If students have grasped the concepts of area and perimeter, introduce volume.  Ask students what they know about volume. 

Draw a cube on the board and ask them to work out its volume.  Then have students measure something from the room, ie. tissue box, tub, lunch order tub, guineau pig cage etc.
