Ask students:

Do they know how to count from 1 – 20?

Do they remember how to pay the game “Buzz”?

Procedural steps:

Children are to stand in a circle.

Nominate a number to be the “buzz” number.

Select a student to start with.  They say the number one, the child to their left will say the number two, and so on up to 20.  Recommence at 1 again.  Any child who is incorrect is out and must sit down.

Give students a page with the words of numbers 1 – 20.  They are to cut them out and past them onto paper in their correct order

Give students a set of cards with numbers 1 – 20 along with their corresponding words.  Students are to match these up.
